An interview with Sabrina Cohen Hatton

Presenter: Girl on Fire by Alicia Keys. Sabrina Cohen Hatton, it was working as a firefighter that first
sparked your interest in psychology. How did it happen?

Sabrina Cohen Hatton: | had a really harrowing incident, actually, that completely changed the
direction of everything for me. My husband and | were both firefighters on neighbouring stations and
one day | was called to an incident where a firefighter had been severely burned and there was a 1
in 4 chance that it was him. And | can remember the bells going down, going into the appliance bay
and a couple of the guys were ready at the teleprinter. And you know, when you can just tell by the
look on someone's face that something's wrong. Anyway, they told me what it was, as | was kind of
pulling on my jacket and putting my arm through the sleeves. And I, and | can remember thinking,
oh, my God, | might actually be one of those people that we see every single day who wake up to
their cornflakes and a normal morning only for their whole world to be ripped apart. And it was
horrendous. And | got in the truck and we drove there and for the entire journey it was all | could
think about. And the funny thing is | was torn between the role of a loved one and the role of a
responder, because | also had to function when | got the other side.

Anyway, we got there, and | jumped off the truck and | could see this pair of legs with these boots
sticking out with a huddle of firefighters around them. And | couldn't tell who it was. | couldn't see
anyone's face at that point. And | can remember grabbing the oxygen cylinder to run over and | bit
down on my lips so hard to stop myself crying. I've still got a scar inside there to this very day.

And then | saw Mike stand up and | felt this overwhelming sense of relief that it wasn't him. But as
soon as | had that sense of relief, | was flooded with this sense of guilt because the guy that was
injured, he wasn't just a colleague, he was our friend. And | felt like not wanting it to be Mike, | felt
like I'd wished it on him. And | find it really difficult to cope with. But to try and cope with it, then |
started to look at what we could do to stop it happening to anyone else. And naively, | thought, well,
maybe | can kind of find a better burns pack and we'd be better prepared. But when | started looking,
what | found was incredible — 80 percent of injuries across all industries, not limited to just fire,
happen from human error. That's not a problem with a piece of equipment or a faulty policy or a
flawed procedure, but a human mistake. And in my world, that meant people were getting hurt. And
that's when | started to look at what we could do to help reduce that. But, you know, | left home at 15
and left school at 16. And further education wasn't a luxury | could afford, so | had to start again at
the bottom and did a degree all the way up to a PhD to try to understand this area more. And after
my PhD, that's when we started to do the research nationally and really kind of understand what was
going on in people's heads when they were making these kinds of decisions.
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Section B
Henry David Thoreau

Presenter: Well, Henry David Thoreau was actually born David Henry Thoreau in 1817 in Concord in
the state of Massachusetts. This was the time after the American Revolution, which led onto the
formation of the United States of America. And before the civil war that raged between North and
South. And there was a time of change as capitalism and technology transformed society. Laura,
before we talk about Concord, can you tell us about Thoreau's immediate family? They sound rather
entrepreneurial.

Laura Dassow Walls: They certainly became that way. So, his father was a small merchant. He was
actually born on a farm, but the farm failed. So, they shifted around for a bit, trying to find a stable
footing in this new economy. And one of the family relatives discovered a graphite mine. The one
thing you could do with graphite was make pencils. And Concord was a centre for the manufacture
of pencils, which were very crude at that point. So, the family achieved a degree of prosperity when
they moved back to Concord and started to figure out how to build a better pencil. So, the younger
son, Henry Thoreau, had a knack for invention. And so, he actually reverse engineered the pencils
that were coming from Europe and figured out how to do it.

Presenter: And Thoreau himself went on to study at Harvard, Laura. Tell me what subjects he focused
on there.

Laura Dassow Walls: Well, Harvard was still very traditional down, so he was studying the Greek and
Roman classics, moral philosophy, religion. It was a Unitarian, that is a very liberal orthodox
Christian school at that point. So not the kind of modern education that we might think for him, but
he really loved languages and they were just starting to teach French, Italian, German languages
and literatures. And, of course, the great British tradition and literature. That was what he excelled
at.

Presenter: Well, after he graduated, like many students finishing university today, Thoreau faced the
question what to do next, how to build a career, how to build a life. Back home in Concord, he
taught briefly at a school there before deciding to run his own instead. But leaving Harvard didn't
mean leaving the world of big ideas, because Concord was a vibrant place, not least because it was
home to Ralph Waldo Emerson, a leading figure in a movement called transcendentalism. He was
older than Thoreau and became a friend and mentor. Now, John, what is or what was that as well
transcendentalism?

John Kaag: Transcendentalism is a movement that arose in the face of the industrial revolution, which
is not unlike European romanticism and in fact, shares many of the same roots. So, it was a sort of
critique of modernization and a critique of industrialization. And transcendentalists believed that an
individual could find themselves, could exercise their freedom best in nature, oftentimes apart from
civilization or rather on the outskirts of civilization rather than right in the middle of society or high
society.

Laura Dassow Walls: The sensibility that they all shared was that there was you can think of it as an
inner divine principle. This meant that every human being had a little fleck of God within them. And
our role on earth was to develop this divine principle within not only ourselves, but within each
other. So, this meant developing that inner sense of conscience and moral rightness, but also it
meant reaching out to your neighbours. And you think about the world at this moment. Slavery was
the economic foundation of the global economy. And slaves also had to have the same inner light.
And so, you had to end slavery. The same for women. Women also needed to have full equality.
Same for Native Americans, same for all peoples in the world. This was a profoundly revolutionary
movement.
